9 Ways to Bring Glory to God

How can we put action to our words and bring glory to God?

1. By Doing Good Works.
Having your conduct honorable among the Gentiles, that when they speak against you
as evildoers, they may, by your good works which they observe, glorify God in the day
of visitation. 1 Peter 2:12
Let your light so shine before men, that they may see your good works and glorify
your Father in heaven. Matthew 5:16
For by grace you have been saved through faith, and that not of yourselves; it is the
gift of God, not of works, lest anyone should boast. Ephesians 2:8-9

We are not saved by good works. Once we are saved, we are appointed to do good
works the Lord prepared in advance for us to do.

Discussion: What has God put in front of you to do this year? Are you shining
brightly?

2. By Bearing Fruit.

By this My Father is glorified, that you bear much fruit; so you will be My disciples.
John 15:8

But the fruit of the Spirit is love, joy, peace, longsuffering,

kindness, goodness, faithfulness, gentleness, self-control. Against such there is no law.
Galatians 5:22-23

God’s purpose for us is to be conformed into the image of His son, Jesus. The fruits of

the spirit is the character of Jesus.

Discussion: What spiritual fruit is blossoming in your life? Which one needs work?

3. By Finishing God’s Work.
I have glorified You on the earth. I have finished the work which You have given Me
to do. John 17:4

Jesus finished the work He was sent to do. We are the body of Christ here on earth.
We all have gifts, we all have works He has given us to do. We must take our position
in Christ seriously and finish.

Discussion: Is there something you started that you need to finish this year?



. By Having Strong Faith.

He did not waver at the promise of God through unbelief, but was strengthened in
faith, giving glory to God, Romans 4:20
Hold on! Stand on the promises God has given you no matter what it looks like.
Discussion: What promises are you trusting God for?

. By Oneness in Mind and Voice.

Now may the God of patience and comfort grant you to be like-minded toward one
another, according to Christ Jesus,  that you may with one mind and one mouth
glorify the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ. Romans 15:5-6
Where people of God are united, He commands a blessing.

Discussion: What can you do to promote unity in the body?

. By Suffering for the Name of Jesus.

If you are reproached for the name of Christ, blessed are you, for the Spirit of glory
and of God rests upon you. On their part He is blasphemed, but on your part He is
glorified. 1 Peter 4:14
Discussion: Have you experienced persecution for being a child of God?

. With Our Bodies.
If you are reproached for the name of Christ, blessed are you, for the Spirit of glory
and of God rests upon you. On their part He is blasphemed, but on your part He is
glorified. 1 Corinthians 6:19-20
I beseech you therefore, brethren, by the mercies of God, that you present your
bodies a living sacrifice, holy, acceptable to God, which is your reasonable service.
Romans 12:1
We are not our own, we have been purchased by His blood. Honor God with every
part of your body.
Discussion: If you are to honor God with your body, what do you need to start
doing?

. By Confessing Jesus as Lord.

Therefore God also has highly exalted Him and given Him the name which is above
every name, that at the name of Jesus every knee should bow, of those in heaven, and
of those on earth, and of those under the earth, and that every tongue should confess
that Jesus Christ is Lord, to the glory of God the Father. Philippians 2:9-11
Discussion: Have you told someone about Jesus lately?

. By Everything We Do.

1 Corinthians 10:31
